What Anthropologists and Archeologists Do

Anthropologists and archeologists study the origin, development, and behavior of humans.

Work Environment

Anthropologists and archeologists typically work in offices, in laboratories, or in the field. Fieldwork may require travel for extended periods.

How to Become an Anthropologist or Archeologist

To enter the occupation, anthropologists and archeologists typically need at least a master�s degree in anthropology or archeology. Employers may prefer to

hire candidates who have experience doing fieldwork in their discipline.

Pay

The median annual wage for anthropologists and archeologists was $64,910 in May 2024.

Job Outlook

Employment of anthropologists and archeologists is projected to grow 8 percent from 2023 to 2033, faster than the average for all occupations.

About 800 openings for anthropologists and archeologists are projected each year, on average, over the decade. Many of those openings are expected to

result from the need to replace workers who transfer to different occupations or exit the labor force, such as to retire.
